Vice Chair Hardwick presented the minutes of the Regular Meeting of September 16, 2025.  Minutes were accepted as presented. 
Treasurer Kinnaman reported unrestricted funds projected year-end balance of $2,280,369 and actual year-to-date balance of $6,363,481, restricted funds projected year-end balance of $4,451,960 and actual year-to-date balance of $3,851,491. 

Commissioner Delheimer gave the Budget and Finance report.

Commissioner Delheimer reported on the FAA-System Support Center Lease. Commissioner Delheimer made a motion to approve the five-year Supplemental Agreement between the Springfield Airport Authority and the U.S. Department of Transportation, Federal Aviation Administration, and authorize the Board Chair to sign, seconded by Commissioner Lamar and carried with a roll call vote of 4 ayes/0 nays.
Executive Director Hanna reported that the FAA Part 139 inspection will start October 22nd. The inspection includes an audit of training records, equipment and airfield infrastructure inside the fence.

In the absence of Commissioner Haley, Executive Director Hanna reported that ION Grove is a little behind schedule due to staffing issues. He also stated that ION noted the SAA was a great partner so far and they are looking forward to continuing with the pre-security check area as Phil, ION Grove originally proposed. He complimented Ken Boyle who has been great in his support of the business and also stated new signage should be in place by the next meeting.

In the absence of Chair Vala, Executive Director Hanna gave the construction report.

Vice Chair Hardwick reported a 9.52% decrease in year-to-date passenger activity as compared to last year.

Vice Chair Hardwick reported that fuel sales for the month of September were 74,918 gallons with revenue of $11,537. Airline Jet fuel sales are down due to the Allegiant hiatus; however, Allegiant has restarted PGD service and airline fuel sales are expected to increase. Retail Jet fuel gallons also saw a small decrease over the same period, keeping the monthly totals slightly lower than the previous month.
In the absence of Commissioner Shea, Executive Director Hanna reported on the Wings & Wheels event. There were no military static displays from Scott AFB due to the government shutdown but they had a good turnout and overall the event was a success.
Executive Director Hanna reported a stakeholder meeting for the Smart Airport Planning Project  will take place tomorrow at Hanson’s office; received intergovernmental agreement from CWLP for the solar project and it will need to go before the City Council for approval.
The Regular Meeting adjourned at 5:18 p.m.
