Chair Vala presented the minutes of the Regular Meeting of October 21, 2025.  Minutes were accepted as presented. 
Treasurer Kinnaman reported unrestricted funds projected year-end balance of $2,280,369 and actual year-to-date balance of $6,183,584, restricted funds projected year-end balance of $4,451,960 and actual year-to-date balance of $3,895,413. 

Commissioner Delheimer gave the Budget and Finance report.

Executive Director Hanna reported that the FAA Part 139 inspection has been completed and we are in compliance with the FAR Part 139 regulatory rules. The inspection underscored the need for significant repairs on Runway 4/22, which is our primary runway. Had a roundtable discussion with  IANG 183rd and the State Aviation Officer to discuss new mission possibilities, Civil Air patrol, renewable energy production and the airport’s Smart Airport Study. 
Commissioner Delheimer reported on the IGA between the City of Springfield and Springfield Airport Authority for Aggregate Net Metering Services regarding the solar generation project, and made a motion to authorize the Board Chair to execute the Intergovernmental Agreement between the City of Springfield and the Springfield Airport Authority in the form substantially presented herein after final review by Board Counsel, and any substantial changes will be made known to the Board of Commissioners, seconded by Commissioner Haley and carried with a roll call vote of 6 ayes/0 nays.
Commissioner Haley reported that ION Grove is going very well and are continuing to work on the buildout with the terminal side opening after Christmas.

Chair Vala gave the construction report.

Vice Chair Hardwick reported a 6.74% decrease in year-to-date passenger activity as compared to last year.

Vice Chair Hardwick reported that fuel sales for the month of October were 112,738 gallons with revenue of $15,011. Return of Allegiant and American resuming their early morning departure saw airline fuel sales increase by 25,000 gallons. Retail jet fuel sales also saw a slight uptick when compared to the previous month. Avgas sales also saw a modest increase. 
In the absence of Commissioner Shea, Executive Director Hanna reported Lincoln Land Community College will be hosting a work force development and career fair event. 
Executive Director Hanna reported handing out cards with discounts for Breeze Airlines for National Kindness Week. Reported on the status of the solar farm (Phase II) and some changes that are necessary to complete the project by the end of calendar year. The Citizens Club has invited the Authority to make a presentation on December 19th and Hanson Professional Services is going to assist as we will discuss the Smart Airport Planning Project. The airport was named in the recent Transit Funding Bill passed by the Illinois General Assembly to aid air service to Chicago.
Chair Vala reported that new committee assignments will be distributed at the December meeting.
