The regular meeting of the Board of Commissioners of the Springfield Airport Authority was called to order by Chair Vala at 5:00 p.m. on Tuesday, August 19, 2025, in the Conference Room at Abraham Lincoln Capital Airport’s main terminal building.

Chair Vala presented the minutes of the Annual Meeting, the Regular Meeting, and the Budget Hearing of July 15, 2025. Minutes were accepted as presented. 
Treasurer Kinnaman reported unrestricted funds projected year-end balance of $2,280,369 and actual year-to-date balance of $6,869,315, restricted funds projected year-end balance of $4,451,960 and actual year-to-date balance of $3,621,592. 

Commissioner Delheimer gave the Budget and Finance report.

Executive Director Hanna reported that on Thursday, August 21st, the Springfield Airport Authority and the City of Springfield will conduct a full-scale exercise of the Airport and City of Springfield Emergency Plans. Over 30 local, state, federal and private agencies will participate in this exercise.

Commissioner Delheimer reported on the Intergovernmental Agreement Between Illinois Department of Military Affairs and the Springfield Airport Authority. Commissioner Delheimer made a motion to approve the Lease Amendment to the Intergovernmental Agreement Between Illinois Department of Military Affairs and Springfield Airport Authority and authorize the Board Chair to sign said Lease Agreement, seconded by Commissioner Haley and carried with a roll call vote of 5 ayes/0 nays.  
Commissioner Delheimer reported on Lease Amendment #2 between Stellar Aviation and Springfield Airport Authority and termination of Hangar License Agreement. Commissioner Delheimer made a motion to approve (1) Lease Amendment #2 between the Springfield Airport Authority and Stellar Aviation of Springfield, LLC, and (2) approve the agreement to terminate the Hangar License Agreement between Springfield Airport Authority and Stellar Aviation of Springfield, LLC, and authorize  the Board Chair to sign all related documents, seconded by Commissioner Lamar and carried with a roll call vote of 5 ayes/0 nays.

Commissioner Haley reported that sales for the snack area are going well.

Chair Vala gave the construction report.

Chair Vala reported on the professional service consultant selection for the expansion of the fuel farm. Commissioner Haley made a motion to approve the recommendation to select Crawford, Murphy & Tilly of Springfield, Illinois to provide engineering, architectural design and construction services for Expand Fuel Farm, Phase II and authorize the Chair to execute on behalf of the Springfield Airport Authority Board any related and necessary documents required by the Federal Aviation Administration and Illinois Department of Transportation and direct staff to file such documents accordingly, seconded by Commissioner Hardwick and carried with a roll call vote of 6 ayes/0 nays.

Vice Chair Hardwick reported a 9.57% decrease in year-to-date passenger activity as compared to last year.

Vice Chair Hardwick reported that fuel sales for the month of July were 83,312 gallons with revenue of $10,225. Airline gallons continue to remain steady. Retail Jet fuel sales did see a small increase from the previous month. Avgas sales have also remained strong, showing a modest increase from the previous month.
Attorney Craven reported that the Employee Policy Handbook is ready for annual review. Commissioner Haley made a motion to approve the revised Employee Policy Handbook and authorize the Board Chair to sign, seconded by Commissioner Hardwick and carried with a roll call vote of 6 ayes/0 nays.

Attorney Craven reported that the Open Meetings Act Policy is ready for annual review. Commissioner Hardwick made a motion to approve the revised Open Meetings Act Policy and authorize the Board Chair to sign, seconded by Commissioner Delheimer and carried with a roll call vote of 6 ayes/0 nays.

Executive Director Hanna reported a grant was executed for engineering design to rehab Runway 13/31. Mr. Hanna introduced staff from Volaire Aviation for an air service update. Mike Mooney and Tim Sieber from Volaire Aviation gave the air service update.

Executive Director Hanna shared with the Board our Passenger Services Department, led by Pam Minder and Parris Fromm, has received the Customer Cup Award from American Airlines for Excellence in Customer Service.

Chair Vala reported that Senator Doris Turner may be present at next month’s meeting and will be presented a proclamation for her work in securing funding for airport projects.
Secretary Peters discussed with the Board, the importance of following rules prescribed by the Open Meetings Act and Robert’s Rules of Order.
The Regular Meeting adjourned at 6:35 p.m.
