Vice Chair Hardwick presented the minutes of the Regular Meeting of April 21, 2026.  Minutes were accepted as presented. 
In the absence of Treasurer Kinnaman, Commissioner Delheimer reported unrestricted funds projected year-end balance of $2,280,369 and actual year-to-date balance of $3,041,166, restricted funds projected year-end balance of $4,451,960 and actual year-to-date balance of $4,070,575. 

Commissioner Delheimer gave the Budget and Finance report.
Commissioner Delheimer reported that the Authority has received the Government Finance Officers Certificate of Achievement for Excellence in Financial Reporting. This is the 23rd consecutive year that the Authority has received this award. Commissioner Delheimer congratulated staff on this achievement.

Executive Director Hanna presented to the Board the proposed FY 2027 Budget. Commissioner Delheimer made a motion to direct and authorize the Executive Director to place the proposed budget on file not later than June 12, 2026, seconded by Commissioner Haley and carried with a roll call vote of 5 ayes/0 nays.

Commissioner Stapleton gave the Public Safety and Military Affairs report. 

In the absence of Chair Vala, Executive Director Hanna gave the construction report.

Vice Chair Hardwick reported a 0.78% decrease in year-to-date passenger activity as compared to last year.

Vice Chair Hardwick reported that fuel sales for the month of April were 86,069 gallons with revenue of $11,490. Airline Jet-A sales remained steady. Retail Jet-A and Avgas both saw declines from the previous month. Military sales were the only sector to see small gains.
In the absence of Commissioner Shea, Executive Director Hanna reported SIU is planning a soft start in the spring of 2027. Mr. Hanna has directed Capital Area Career Center to communicate with SIU for use of space to hold classes.

Attorney Craven reported on several accounts receivable debts that are uncollectable.
Executive Director Hanna reported that Sun Country will be merging with Allegiant; airlines will begin trimming schedules due to fuel costs; American Airlines has reached out about budget funds.
