The regular meeting of the Board of Commissioners of the Springfield Airport Authority was called to order by Chair Vala at 5:02 p.m. on Tuesday, June 17, 2025, in the Conference Room at Abraham Lincoln Capital Airport’s main terminal building.

Chair Vala requested a motion to amend the May 20, 2025 Regular Meeting Minutes to reflect that approximately $70,000 in past legal fees were paid regarding the collection of Aviation Fuel Tax revenue.  Commissioner Delheimer made a motion to amend the May 20, 2025 Regular Meeting Minutes to reflect that approximately $70,000 in past legal fees were paid regarding the collection of Aviation Fuel Tax revenue, seconded by Commissioner Shea and carried with a vote of 5 ayes/0 nays.

Commissioner Shea made a motion to amend the May 20, 2025 Regular Meeting Minutes to delete the sentence “Commissioner Haley made a motion to dispose of all Regular Meeting Recordings more than six months old, seconded by Commissioner Shea and carried with a roll call vote of 5 ayes/0 nays”, this was seconded by Commissioner Lamar and carried with a roll call vote of 5 ayes/0 nays.
Treasurer Kinnaman reported unrestricted funds projected year-end balance of $7,830,222 and actual year-to-date balance of $6,975,977, restricted funds projected year-end balance of $11,625,491 and actual year-to-date balance of $10,447,150. 
Commissioner Delheimer gave the Budget and Finance report.
Commissioner Delheimer reported on the Tax Levy alternatives. Commissioner Delheimer made a motion to levy $3,511,171 in total taxes for 2025 payable in 2026 and direct staff to prepare the appropriate Tax Levy Ordinance for approval at the July meeting, seconded by Commissioner Shea and carried with a roll call vote of 5 ayes/0 nays.
Executive Director Hanna reported that the tri-annual full-scale exercise will take place in August and more information will be available at next month’s Board meeting.
Commissioner Haley met with Phil from ION and he reported that we are making great progress. Executive Director Hanna reported that Passenger Services has been moved to one of the ticket counters and we will be working with ION on the transfer of administration duties of the Sky Club.
Chair Vala gave the construction report.
Chair Vala reported on Hangars C1 and C2 improvements. Commissioner Shea made a motion to approve the low bid in the amount of $420,600 submitted by CAD Construction and authorize the Executive Director to sign any project agreements/documents and authorize periodic payments during construction, seconded by Commissioner Lamar and carried with a roll call vote of 5 ayes/0 nays.
Chair Vala reported on the StandardAero Facility Improvements, Phase II and the Paint Facility HVAC Improvements. Commissioner Delheimer made a motion to approve the low bid in the amount of $2,963,347 submitted by E.L. Pruitt & Co. and authorize the Executive Director to sign any project agreements/documents and authorize periodic payments during construction, seconded by Commissioner Shea and carried with a roll call vote of 5 ayes/0 nays.
In the absence of Vice Chair Hardwick, Executive Director Hanna reported a 4.47% decrease in year-to-date passenger activity as compared to last year. 
In the absence of Vice Chair Hardwick, Executive Director Hanna reported that fuel sales for the month of May were 112,088 gallons with revenue of $13,151. Airline Jet A sales were approximately 6,100 gallons compared to last month. Retail sales also saw a nice increase of about 14,600 gallons from the previous month. Avgas sales remained steady.
Commissioner Shea introduced Mike George to present information on the Air Combat Museum operations.
Commissioner Shea reported that the Ford Tri-Motor event that was here in late May reported 223 paid flyers. Commissioner Shea introduced John Salz with the EAA who thanked the Board for their help with this event. Mr. Salz also reported on the upcoming Wings and Wheels event. Commissioner Shea reported that she brought the Miss America team to the Ford Tri-Motor event. 
Attorney Potter reported on a personnel settlement agreement. Commissioner Delheimer made a motion to approve the Personnel Settlement Agreement as presented, seconded by Commissioner Shea and carried with a roll call vote of 5 ayes/0 nays.

Executive Director Hanna reported on Kidzeum changing out an exhibit and relocated a kids play aircraft to the airport; StandardAero project funding proposal will be brought to the Board next month and will be supported with the StandardAero project agreement; recently met with American Airlines, United Airlines and SkyWest Airlines; follow up with SIU regarding the School of Aviation; appreciation to Mike George with Air Combat Museum and John Salz with EAA; Lucky Horseshoes baseball FlySpi Night; recognized Senator Turner for her help in supporting upcoming projects at the airport as she was able to secure $4,500,000 in the State’s upcoming Budget for workforce training and economic development projects.
The Regular Meeting adjourned at 6:03 p.m.
