Chair Vala presented the minutes of the Regular Meeting of January 20, 2026.  Minutes were accepted as presented. 
Treasurer Kinnaman reported unrestricted funds projected year-end balance of $2,280,369 and actual year-to-date balance of $4,107,251, restricted funds projected year-end balance of $4,451,960 and actual year-to-date balance of $3,824,776. 

Commissioner Delheimer gave the Budget and Finance report.

Commissioner Stapleton reported on a meeting with Deputy Executive Director Boyle and Chief Buchele who explained the various entities that are associated with the Public Safety and Military Affairs Committee.

Chair Vala gave the construction report. 

Vice Chair Hardwick reported a 2.84% decrease in year-to-date passenger activity as compared to last year.

Vice Chair Hardwick reported that fuel sales for the month of January were 83,334 gallons with revenue of $10,995. Airlines saw a decrease of 4,000 gallons. Retail jet fuel sales also saw a decrease when compared to the previous month. However, Avgas sales did see a slight gain when compared with last month. 
Commissioner Shea asked Executive Director Hanna to report on the pilot training program. Mr. Hanna gave a brief report discussing the program regarding SIU and Capital Area Career Center (CACC).
Commissioner Shea praised airport staff for their service to passengers during a recent late flight arrival.

Attorney Craven discussed the Intergovernmental Agreement between the Authority and City of Springfield regarding the settlement from the City on the aviation fuel sales tax revenue owed to the Authority. Mr. Craven has spoken to the mayor’s Chief of Staff and was informed the funds for this settlement have been included in their upcoming budget.
Executive Director Hanna reported he met with United; he has had conversations with American Airlines regarding the flight schedule; pre-bookings are up 4% over a year ago, and forecasted revenue is up 25% for our contribution to the American system; application has been made to ATP to replace the Jet Bridge at Gate 1; Intergovernmental Agreement with the City passed City Council and the solar array should be operational by next Board meeting; budget process is underway with first review in April.
The Regular Meeting adjourned at 5:48 p.m.
