Vice Chair Hardwick presented the minutes of the Regular Meeting of November 18, 2025.  Minutes were accepted as presented. 
Treasurer Kinnaman reported unrestricted funds projected year-end balance of $2,280,369 and actual year-to-date balance of $6,202,614, restricted funds projected year-end balance of $4,451,960 and actual year-to-date balance of $3,621,110. 

Commissioner Delheimer gave the Budget and Finance report.
Jason Jones, lead auditor for Eck, Schafer & Punke, LLP, presented the annual audit report and stated that we have received a clean/unmodified opinion. Mr. Jones reported another strong year for the Authority.  He reported that after excluding depreciation and grants, the result is about $2.8 million, which is one of the higher amounts since the results started being kept in FY 2007.  
Commissioner Delheimer made a motion to accept the FY 2025 Annual Comprehensive Financial Report and place on file, seconded by Commissioner Haley and carried with a roll call vote of 5 ayes/0 nays.

Commissioner Haley reported that ION Grove has opened in the pre-security area and sales are strong.

In the absence of Chair Vala, Executive Director Hanna gave the construction report. Mr. Hanna reported on the progress of the 13/31 Phase I project; gave a status report regarding the observation tower; reported that Phase II of the StandardAero project is getting started and the North Airport Road project is substantially complete.

Vice Chair Hardwick reported a 5.75% decrease in year-to-date passenger activity as compared to last year.

Vice Chair Hardwick reported that fuel sales for the month of November were 103,993 gallons with revenue of $14,046. Airline Jet fuel sales were up compared to the previous month. Retail Jet and Avgas sales did see a small decrease compared to the prior month. 
In the absence of Commissioner Shea, Executive Director Hanna reported that SIU is hoping to open for the fall semester with a possible announcement in January.

Executive Director Hanna reported he will be addressing the Citizens Club with Hanson Professional Services regarding the Smart Airport Planning Project; meeting scheduled to discuss local transportation options; conducted pricing scan with American Airlines comparing top 20 markets.
In the absence of Chair Vala, Vice Chair Hardwick gave the Chair’s report discussing the 2026 Board meeting schedule and Committee assignments scheduled to take effect in January.
