Chair Vala presented the minutes of the Regular Meeting of March 24, 2026.  Minutes were accepted as presented. 
Treasurer Kinnaman reported unrestricted funds projected year-end balance of $2,280,369 and actual year-to-date balance of $3,283,715, restricted funds projected year-end balance of $4,451,960 and actual year-to-date balance of $4,008,559. 

Commissioner Delheimer gave the Budget and Finance report.
Commissioner Delheimer reported on insurance coverage for 2026-2027. Commissioner Delheimer made a motion to accept the proposed insurance renewals from R.W. Troxell and direct the Executive Director to execute the necessary documents to renew the Authority’s Property coverage with Chubb, Auto coverage with Chubb, Officers & Directors Liability coverage with Chubb, Airport Liability coverage with Chubb, Solar Panel coverage with RB Jones, Liquor Liability coverage with US Insurance and Cyber coverage with TMHCC, all for a one-year period, seconded by Commissioner Shea and carried with a roll call vote of 7 ayes/0 nays.
Commissioner Stapleton gave the Public Safety and Military Affairs report. 

Chair Vala gave the construction report.

Vice Chair Hardwick reported a 1.34% decrease in year-to-date passenger activity as compared to last year.

Vice Chair Hardwick reported that fuel sales for the month of March were 104,241 gallons with revenue of $12,672. Avgas sales increased by 1,300 gallons. Airline jet fuel sales increased by 14,000 gallons. Retail jet fuel sales also saw a modest gain of 6,000 gallons. 
Commissioner Shea and Deputy Executive Director Boyle discussed the possibility of a small air show for 2027 or 2028. Mr. Boyle reported that several groups have been contacted and have shown interest in participating in this event.
In the absence of Executive Director Hanna, Deputy Executive Director Boyle reported that he and Mr. Hanna met with Allegiant Airlines. Current service to Punta Gorda remains steady, we discussed the cost structure for ground handling, and Allegiant agreed to revisit the Arizona route on a seasonal basis. Mr. Hanna has been engaged with CACC; they are offering aviation courses in the upcoming year and have been talking with SIU as a feeder program for their pilot training program. The Authority is continuing to monitor the General Assembly for when the $3.5 million will be coming to support our American Airlines service. The Admin and Finance Committee has reviewed the first round of the budget and it will be reviewed with the Board at next month’s meeting.
Chair Vala read into the minutes a letter written to the Village of Chatham regarding their request for a seat on the Authority’s Board.
The Regular Meeting adjourned at 5:43 p.m.
