Chair Vala introduced Illinois Senator Doris Turner. Secretary Peters read aloud a Proclamation honoring Senator Turner for her support of the advancement of important initiatives that will provide significant value for Abraham Lincoln Capital Airport. Senator Turner addressed those in attendance and thanked the Board of Commissioners for this honor.
Chair Vala presented the minutes of the Regular Meeting of August 19, 2025.  Minutes were accepted as presented. 
Treasurer Kinnaman reported unrestricted funds projected year-end balance of $2,280,369 and actual year-to-date balance of $6,825,438, restricted funds projected year-end balance of $4,451,960 and actual year-to-date balance of $3,664,559. 

Commissioner Delheimer gave the Budget and Finance report.
Commissioner Delheimer reported on the acquisition of property located at 903 Estill Drive. Commissioner Delheimer made a motion to approve acquisition of the 903 Estill Drive property at a price not to exceed $235,000 plus associated closing costs and authorize the Executive Director to sign all related documents, seconded by Commissioner Haley and carried with a roll call vote of 6 ayes/0 nays.
Executive Director Hanna reported that he met with the Assistant Adjutant General of the Illinois Army National Guard and Colonel Celletti, State Aviation Officer, regarding the potential development of an aviation support facility in Springfield. 


Commissioner Haley reported on the progress of ION Cafe. 
Vice Chair Hardwick gave the construction report.

Vice Chair Hardwick reported a 10.78% decrease in year-to-date passenger activity as compared to last year.

Vice Chair Hardwick reported that fuel sales for the month of August were 92,777 gallons with revenue of $12,882. Airline Jet fuel sales were down due to Allegiant’s scheduled hiatus. An increase in retail and Military Jet fuel sales kept overall totals steady.
Executive Director Hanna handed out flyers regarding the Fly In Drive In event scheduled for October 4.
Executive Director Hanna reported he met with the Executive Air Service Advisory Council regarding the “We FlySPI First” pledge and to solicit support for American Airlines; met with Breeze Airlines last week and reported they are very satisfied with the growth in the Orlando market and discussed other potential destinations; field work for the annual financial audit started last week; the CWLP intergovernmental agreement for the solar project may be ready for the October meeting.
