Vice Chair Hardwick presented the minutes of the Regular Meeting of June 17, 2025, and to dispose of all Regular Meeting Recordings more than six months old. Minutes were accepted as presented. 
Treasurer Kinnaman reported unrestricted funds projected year-end balance of $7,830,222 and actual year-to-date balance of $7,509,332, restricted funds projected year-end balance of $11,625,491 and actual year-to-date balance of $11,066,559. 

Commissioner Delheimer gave the Budget and Finance report.

Commissioner Delheimer reported on the Annual Grant Approval. Commissioner Delheimer made a motion to authorize the Executive Director and legal counsel, when applicable, with the concurrence of the Authority Board Chair, to execute all grants and related documents during FY 2026 and notify the Board at the next monthly meeting, seconded by Commissioner Shea and carried with a roll call vote of 4 ayes/0 nays.
Commissioner Delheimer made a motion to authorize the Executive Director to transfer $284,788 of the Operations and Maintenance 6/30/25 balance to Capital Improvement, seconded by Commissioner Haley and carried with a roll call vote of 4 ayes/0 nays.
Commissioner Delheimer made a motion to adopt the Springfield Airport Authority Budget and Appropriation Ordinance for FY 2026 and authorize the Board Chair to execute, seconded by Commissioner Shea and carried with a roll call vote of 4 ayes/0 nays.

Commissioner Delheimer made a motion to adopt the Springfield Airport Authority FY 2026 Tax Levy Ordinance For Taxes Received in Calendar 2026 for the Authority’s FY 2027 and authorize the Board Chair to execute, seconded by Commissioner Haley and carried with a roll call vote of 4 ayes/0 nays.

Commissioner Delheimer reported on the financing for facility improvements for StandardAero. Commissioner Delheimer made a motion to approve the loan of up to $4,000,000 from Bank of Springfield for a construction loan rate at 4.49% and a 5 year fixed rate with a 20 year amortization at an interest rate of 4.49%, and authorize the Board Chair to sign all related loan documents, seconded by Commissioner Haley and carried with a roll call vote of 4 ayes/0 nays.

Commissioner Delheimer reported on the Facility Improvement Reimbursement Agreement for StandardAero. Commissioner Delheimer made a motion to approve the proposed Facility Reimbursement Agreement between Springfield Airport Authority and StandardAero Business Aviation Services, LLC and authorize the Board Chair to sign, seconded by Commissioner Shea and carried with a roll call vote of 4 ayes/0 nays.

Executive Director Hanna reported a meeting was held with the IANG 183rd and we are maintaining a good working relationship. Mr. Hanna also reported the  required tri-annual full scale emergency exercise will take place on August 21st.


Commissioner Haley reported on the progress of the ION concessions with an opening for its pre-screening location scheduled for September 1st. 

Vice Chair Hardwick made a motion to approve the renewal of the airport’s membership to Springfield-Sangamon Growth Alliance for the Authority’s fiscal year 2026 in the amount of $25,000 which will be paid in full in July from non-aeronautical revenue sources and accrue in $2,500 increments over a ten month period, seconded by Commissioner Shea and carried with a roll call vote of 4 ayes/0 nays.

In the absence of Chair Vala, Executive Director Hanna gave the construction report.

Vice Chair Hardwick reported a 6.86% decrease in year-to-date passenger activity as compared to last year.

Vice Chair Hardwick reported that fuel sales for the month of June were 105,632 gallons with revenue of $14,420. Airline fuel sales declined by 11,000 gallons compared to the previous month, and retail jet fuel sales experienced a slight decrease. In contrast, military fuel sales showed a significant increase, offsetting some of the overall volume decline. Avgas sales continued to perform strongly, maintaining their positive trend.
Commissioner Shea reported on the EAA Chapter 770’s Wings and Wheels event scheduled for October 4th. Executive Director Hanna reported that he met with Civil Air Patrol officials and conversations are underway to host a CAP aircraft at SPI in the future. Mr. Hanna also reported there may be another flying club operating at the airport soon.
Attorney Craven reported on the Village of Chatham case that we appealed a few months back. The order entered in our favor has now made its way back to Circuit Court and that prior judgement has been vacated and is procedurally progressing according to the order.
Executive Director Hanna reported on the kickoff of Phase II of the solar project; going through the application process for Intersect Illinois Vetted Sites Marketing program to promote the Commerce Park; the Commerce Park project for drainage study and location sketch map is underway; conversations with our air service consultants and American Airlines regarding better flight schedules
Secretary Peters suggested inviting Senator Turner to a meeting to thank her for securing funds for airport projects.

Executive Director Hanna reported on the correspondence regarding Executive Orders and how they may apply to future federal grants; received a note from the VFW Post 10302 of Springfield thanking us for our donation for the Land of Lincoln Honor Flight fundraiser.
Commissioner Lamar made a motion to adjourn the Regular Meeting, seconded by Commissioner Haley and carried with a roll call vote of 5 ayes/0 nays. The Regular Meeting adjourned at 6:21 p.m.
