REGULAR MEETING MINUTES

The regular meeting of the Board of Commissioners of the Springfield Airport Authority was called to order by Chair Vala at 5:02 p.m. on Tuesday, January 20, 2026, in the Conference Room at Abraham Lincoln Capital Airport’s main terminal building.

Chair Vala read into the minutes the following statement: Abraham Lincoln Capital Airport is a civil-military airport in Sangamon County, Illinois, United States, located three miles northwest of downtown Springfield. It is owned by the Springfield Airport Authority. The airport was dedicated in November 1947 under the name “Capital Airport”. Construction on the new airport was begun soon after the end of World War II. The Springfield Airport Authority is an independent Authority established by Illinois statute as a separate public corporation. The Authority was created to provide operational independence from the political cycle of the host city or county, functioning more like a business. It has the statutory power to issue revenue bonds, a key financing tool for large-scale capital projects. Chair Vala reminded the Board that the Authority is a separate governmental body and that members have a fiduciary duty to act and vote separate from their appointing body.
Chair Vala presented the minutes of the Regular Meeting of December 16, 2025.  Minutes were accepted as presented. 
Treasurer Kinnaman reported unrestricted funds projected year-end balance of $2,280,369 and actual year-to-date balance of $4,238,879, restricted funds projected year-end balance of $4,451,960 and actual year-to-date balance of $3,763,574. 

Commissioner Delheimer gave the Budget and Finance report.

Commissioner Delheimer reported on the lease for advertising structures. Commissioner Delheimer made a motion to approve a lease agreement between the Springfield Airport Authority and WC Media for twenty years for the proposed placement of two advertising structures on Authority property and authorize the Board Chair to execute lease documents, seconded by Commissioner Hardwick and carried with a roll call vote of 7 ayes/0 nays.
Commissioner Delheimer reported the Intergovernmental Agreement between the City of Springfield and the Authority for Phase II of the Authority’s solar generation project was approved at the November meeting. The Authority has since received the final agreement which has been reviewed by Legal Counsel and will be executed by the Board Chair.

Commissioner Shea praised Chair Vala, Executive Director Hanna and Deputy Executive Director Boyle for their leadership at the airport and everything they do to improve the airport.

Commissioner Stapleton presented a handout to the Board which defined the responsibilities of the Public Safety and Military Affairs Committee.
Chair Vala gave the construction report. 

Chair Vala discussed the Consultant selection for airport development.
Chair Vala made a motion to select the collaborative submittal of Crawford, Murphy & Tilly of Springfield, Illinois;  Hanson Professional Services, Inc. of Springfield, Illinois; and Frankfurt Short Bruza (FSB) of Oklahoma City, Oklahoma to provide professional engineering, architectural, and planning services for the StandardAero MRO facility expansion; and to authorize the Chair, on behalf of the Springfield Airport Authority Board, to execute any related and necessary documents to memorialize this consultant selection and to direct staff to negotiate a professional services agreement for future Board consideration, seconded by Commissioner Hardwick, and carried with a roll call vote of 6 ayes/0 nays.

Vice Chair Hardwick reported a 4.98% decrease in year-to-date passenger activity as compared to last year.

Vice Chair Hardwick reported that fuel sales for the month of December were 89,163 gallons with revenue of $9,806. Airline Jet fuel sales remained steady. However, retail gallons saw a 17,000 gallon decrease from the previous month. Avgas sales also saw a decrease of 1,700 gallons. 
Vice Chair Hardwick gave an update on the SPI Marketing Dashboard 4Q 2025.
Attorney Craven reported the Authority’s Drug and Alcohol Abuse Policy has been reviewed and proposed only minor changes. Commissioner Hardwick made a motion to approve the Drug and Alcohol Abuse Policy and authorize the Board Chair to sign, seconded by Commissioner Haley and carried with a roll call vote of 6 ayes/0 nays.

Attorney Craven reported on a change to the Board Meeting schedule for 2026. Commissioner Haley made a motion to adopt the Revised 2026 Board Meeting Schedule, seconded by Commissioner Lamar and carried with a roll call vote of 6 ayes/0 nays.
Executive Director Hanna reported that the Intergovernmental Agreement between the Authority and City of Springfield for Phase II of the solar system was having its first meeting tonight at the City Council meeting. 

The Regular Meeting adjourned at 5:55 p.m.
